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An interesting NY Times article on 22 December, 2007, "Scholars and the Military Share a Foxhole, Uneasily," summarizes debates in academia about working for the Pentagon. With reference to Harvard's Carr Center's participation in revising the Army's counterinsurgency field manual, David Rieff makes the observation that its "really a manual about maintaining hegemony in the world" and if one thinks US military power can do good it makes sense to collaborate with it.

He adds that "I don't believe that."
